Beginning Activity:  puzzles and coloring pages  
 
Introduction:  Play the game “Royal Wisdom” from Clubhouse Jr. about making 
tough decisions.  I would divide into two teams. 
 
Video:  Are you my neighbor? (Approximately 10 minutes).  Story of the Good 
Samaritan. 
 
Big Idea: 
1. In life we have a choice about how we will behave. 
2. It’s easy to love the nice people… the challenge is to also show love to those 

that act unkind. 
3. Let God’s unconditional love help shape your life into one of forgiveness, 

compassion and kindness. 
 
Craft: Color, cut, and assemble Good Samaritan books  
 
Bible Verse:   
NirV the Adventure Bible for Young Readers 
Luke 6:35 & 36 
“But love your enemies.  Do well to them.  Lend to them without expecting to 
get anything back.  Then you will receive a lot in return.  And you will be sons 
of the Most High God.  He is kind to people who are evil and are not 
thankful.  So have mercy, just as your Father has mercy.” 
 
Bible Story:  Story of the Good Samaritan as told by Jesus is on the back of 
the coloring pages.  I will also have it marked in several other bibles so that 
you can compare the stories since we talked about different bibles last 
week.   
 
Extra Time:  Read the story Anthony Ant and the Giant Crumb on page 15 
from Clubhouse Jr.
